In addition to the taking back of transport packaging, retailers are also able to register their
sales packaging in the German Dual System through Interseroh, using the web shop Lizenzero,
for example (www.lizenzero.de). With the "Made for Recycling"” service, the environmental
services provider also supports businesses with the recycling-friendly configuration of their
packaging, and also oversees the environmentally compatible management of waste electrical
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(and electronic) equipment according to the Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Act.
